Pippin is a Tony Award-winning musical with music and lyrics by Stephen Schwartz (‘Wicked', ‘Godspell’, ‘Children Of
Eden’) and a book by Roger O. Hirson. Bob Fosse, who directed the original Broadway production, also contributed to
the libretto. The musical uses the premise of a mysterious performance troupe, led by a Leading Player, to tell the story
of Pippin, a young prince on his search for meaning and significance.

What Is the Story of Pippin?

Pippin features an acrobatic troupe of performers, led by the charismatic Leading Player. The ensemble cast tells the
story of Pippin, a young prince who longs to find passion and adventure in his life. To prove his loyalty to his distracted
father, King Charles, Pippin goes to war. But when the Leading Player convinces the prince to fight tyranny, Pippin kills
Charles and takes over the throne.
